TERMS OF THE COMPETITION

1. I International competition of performers of academic, folk and jazz music is organized for "Piano",  "String instruments", "Wind and percussion instruments", "Folk instruments", "Vocal" and "Instrumental and vocal ensembles" nominations.
2. The program of the participant should consist of three pieces:

a) A work in the academic musical genre (XVII – XXI centuries);
b) Arrangement of folk music;
c) A piece in jazz style (performing own jazz improvisation is allowed).
3. The time limit of performance – up to 15 minutes.
4. The winners are awarded the title of the Laureate of the I International competition of  performers of academic, folk and jazz music. Those who receive a diploma are awarded the title of the Diplomat of the I International competition of  performers of academic, folk and jazz music.
AGE CATEGORIES OF THE COMPETITION 

(the age of the participant is determined according to the start date of the competition)
I category – 9 - 12 years; II category – 13 - 16 years; 
III category – 17 - 25 years; IV category – 26 years and older.
